Dear Idaho and Inland Northwest French teachers,

Let’s get together for two days of French immersion and professional collaboration in a friendly and hassle-free setting! For a number of years, members of the French section of IATLC have been recommending that we organize a weekend together as a chance to immerse ourselves in French language and French/Francophone culture, and especially as a moment when we can share ideas and energize ourselves through enjoyable, relaxed interaction. To that end, we have reserved space at the McCall Outdoor Science School for up to 20 people from Friday, June 24, to Sunday, June 26. This is our call for all interested participants to sign up, by returning the enclosed registration form by April 20, 2011. 

Accommodation & cost:

Accommodations at the McCall Outdoor Science School are described as “rustic but cozy.” We will be housed in MOSS bunkhouses with four people to a bunkhouse, and participants should plan to bring their own bedding and towels. We will be provided with a total of six meals during our stay, from Friday dinner through Sunday lunch; word has it that the food at MOSS is great. We will also have the use of the Rose Yurt classroom space for all of our activities. Although free wireless Internet access is not a guaranteed service under our rental fees, it is currently provided at MOSS, and we can most likely count on having it.

· Regular participant: $140

This covers one person’s share of the fees for lodging, meals, and classroom space, plus a bit for instructional materials.

· Retired or student participant: $90

This covers the cost of two days’ lodging and meals for one person.

Credit option:

If there are participants who need or want to earn professional development credit in conjunction with this retreat, we can arrange for that option through Northwest Nazarene University. Those wishing to earn credit would complete a project after the retreat and would pay an additional fee. On the registration form included with this letter, there is a space for you to indicate whether or not you are interested in the credit option.

Content and activities:

We would like this retreat to serve the purposes of its participants. This is not a conference with paid speakers and formal presentations; it is simply a chance for us to get together and profit mutually from the work we can accomplish collectively. The retreat organizers stand ready to gather resources and design activities based on the preferences expressed by participants. We ask you to think about what you hope to get from this encounter, and then write down your ideas on the registration form. Do you want to build a stock of interesting materials and activities for teaching grammar points or cultural units, to have at the ready? Do you want to plan a French & Francophone day for high school students at one or more of our universities? Do you want to strategize on ways of defending, supporting, and even expanding French and other language programs in our schools and universities? Do you want to just have two days of living in French and doing things YOU like to do, whether or not you would use them in the classroom--having a book discussion, watching some films, getting some exercise, eating and talking, all the time in French? Please tell us how you would like to use this time. We Idaho and Inland Northwest French teachers are a small group, but the more we collaborate and the better we know each other, the stronger we will feel!
