Subject:  AP Spanish/Spanish 6A

Date:  Fall 2007

Concept:  Uses of the Preterite and the Imperfect Tenses

Objectives:  The student will…
1. Research famous Hispanics to learn about their personal and professional life

2. Practice conjugations of the preterite tense (regulars and irregulars).

3. Practice conjugations of the imperfect tense (regulars and 3 irregulars)

4. Review uses of the preterite and imperfect, and be able to contrast their different uses.

Purpose:  Students will use the preterite tense and/or the imperfect tense to complete an assignment about a famous Hispanic person.
Anticipatory Set:  Who am I?  (¿Quién soy?)

· Upon entering the classroom, every student will have a sticky tab placed on their back with the name of a famous Hispanic person.

· After the opening activities, students will move around the room, asking questions in Spanish in order to figure out their identity.  Students must speak in Spanish, and they can only ask questions which have a YES or NO answer. 

· After all students have identified themselves, I will proceed to the lesson.

· Preterite and Imperfect folders
· Chapter 3 packet (preterite)

· Books/encyclopedias
Input:  

· Knowledge of who are famous Hispanics in the world (not just contemporary).
· Knowledge of the conjugation and uses of preterite and imperfect.
Check for Understanding:
· Give a short quiz over the uses of preterite and imperfect.  (Do on powerpoint, and immediately afterwards we will grade them.)

Modeling:

· Use the preterite and imperfect in my discussions with students.  (Let them hear it).

· Read authentic sources and have them analyze for the uses of the preterite and imperfect.

Guided Practice:

· Chapter 3 packet:  Historia y Vida:  Relatos Heróicos y Cotodianos

Independent Practice:
Assignment description:  You will choose ONE of the following R.A.F.T. roles and write a written response that fulfills the audience, format and topic criteria.
