Spanish III—La Gran Carrera
This is a project you may do and are encouraged to do with a partner.  However, please make sure the partner you select is someone you trust to get the job done.  This project is due no later than the start of class on _______________________________.  If you complete this project before the due date, you are encouraged to turn it in early.

This is a student-created video project.  If neither you nor your partner have access to a camcorder, the project may be presented live in front of the class.  There are pros and cons to doing it either way.  Think carefully before you decide and then go with it—don’t worry about what your friends are doing, present your information the way it will be best for you.

THE BACKGROUND:
You have just participated in a Spanish version of the show The Amazing Race, and the producers are creating a final episode where all the participants will have to complete one final task before the viewers vote for the winner.  The task will be for each participant to create a summary of their race providing information about themselves, what Spanish-speaking countries they visited during the race, what did they see or do, what weird foods they ate, what tasks they completed, why they should win the €1.000.000,00, and what will they do with the €1.000.000,00 if they are declared the winners.  You made it to the final stage so your goal is to convince the viewers in the final episode that you were the best participant and should win the €1.000.000,00.
1. REQUIREMENTS:
2. Your ENTIRE presentation must be in Spanish. 

3. You need to use YOUR SPANISH and if you look up new words or ask someone for help with words YOU ARE RESPONSIBLE for making sure you know how to use those words correctly and also for pronouncing the words correctly.

4. You must write a script that matches what you will say word for word

5. You must submit your TYPED script prior to the presentation.
6. You must include at least 5 relevant props in your presentation.  ALL WORDS that are new to you (words not learned in Spanish I, II or III) must also be accompanied by a visual prop/aid.

7. Your presentation must be at least 10 minutes long and no more than 15 minutes long.  Each person must speak for an equal amount of time.
8. Your presentation should be creative, interesting, informative, entertaining, and of course SCHOOL APPROPRIATE.
9. You and your partner must interact with each other during the video

Your grade will be based on the following items:


Content, grammar, pronunciation, flow, props, enthusiasm/energy, creativity, script, and length.

**An extra 10 points may be earned by filming your presentation “on location” (someplace very cool and relevant to your presentation) or including a backdrop/set in your presentation.

The producers of the show require you to include the following information in your video:

· Greetings to the viewers
· Re-introduce yourself to the viewers
· Say where you are from
· Describe yourself (use several adjectives)
· Tell them your age
· Tell them when your birthday is
· Talk about your interests, activities, etc.
· Introduce your partner
· Partner says where he/she is from
· Partner describes himself/herself
· Partner tells age
· Partner tells when his/her birthday is
· Partner talks about his/her interests, activities, etc. 
· Describe what Spanish-speaking countries you visited (at least 3 different countries)
· Describe what you saw, what you did  (Comimos un cochinillo en La Casa Botín en Madrid.)
· Describe the foods you ate
· Describe some of the task you had to complete
· Explain what you have learned about the various countries you have visited
· Describe how you and your partner interacted during the race
· Explain any challenges you faced during the race
· Explain why the viewers should declare you and your partner the overall winners
· Describe what you will do with the €1.000.000,00 if you win
· Explain what plans you and your partner have for after the race
· Catchy ending to say goodbye to the viewers
**You will be using several verb tenses throughout your presentation.

Present/Present Progressive—to desribe yourself…
Preterite/Imperfect—to describe the countries you visited, what you did, what you saw…
Present Perfect—to describe what you have done, what you have accomplished…
