These lessons plans were created to help increase students knowledge of different countries and cultures.  The entire project will take about four 90 minute class periods if you do not make them do any work outside of class.  I have included the lessons plans, the student rubric for the project, the teacher’s grading rubric, and a peer and student self evaluation form.  I hope you find this lesson useful and please feel free to use or change any part of it.
